BEGINNING HOLY WEEK: WALKING WITH CHRIST 
 

As we enter Holy Week, the most sacred time in the Church’s year, we are invited to 
journey more deeply with Jesus as He enters His Passion, Death, and Resurrection. 
This week is not simply a remembrance of past events, but a living encounter with the 
great mystery of our salvation. 
 

We begin with Palm Sunday, where we joyfully welcome Jesus into Jerusalem with 
palms and praise—yet we also hear the solemn proclamation of His Passion. In this 
moment, we are reminded of how quickly human hearts can change, and we are called 
to examine our own faithfulness.  
 

Holy Week draws us into the heart of God’s love: 
 

In the Last Supper, we receive the gift of the Eucharist and the example of humble 
service. On Good Friday, we stand at the foot of the Cross, witnessing the depth of 
Christ’s sacrifice. And in the silence of Holy Saturday, we wait in hope for the joy of the 
Resurrection. 
 

This is a time to slow down, to pray more intentionally, and to make space for God. 
Whether through attending the liturgies, spending time in quiet reflection, or reaching 
out in love to others, each of us is invited to walk this sacred path with Christ. 
 

Let us open our hearts fully this Holy Week, so that we may celebrate Easter not just as 
a feast, but as a true renewal of our lives in Christ.
